Sub: Formulation of Technical Advisory Committee for BMTC
Tenders and Review Committee for all rejected items
Tenders are being floated from the Stores & Purchase Department as per the

requisition / indent provided by the Mechanical Engineering Department / User
Department.

During the Negotiation Committee Meetings, it was felt that to have more clarity
regarding the specifications and the quantity of the items to be tendered, there is a
requirement for a committee to decide the same.

After the finalization of the tender, at the time of execution of supplies as per the
Purchase Order, differences arise between the supplier and the User Department
regarding the item indented and supplied, resulting in rejection of materials and also
complaints from the bidders for not providing correct specification at the time of
uploading the tender documents. In order to overcome these, the following
Committee’s has been formulated and the instructions given shall be complied
without fail.

A) Formulation of Technical Advisory Committee for BMTC Tenders:

i) Technical Advisory Committee, comprising the following Members is
constituted:
01. Chief Mechanical Engineer (P) - Chairman
02. Controller of Stores & Purchases . Member
03. Chief Mechanical Engineer (M) - Member
04. Chief Accounts Officer - Member
05. Works Manager - Member

i) The Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) shall review and finalize quantity
and quality of the items to be tendered, and submit a report including the

following: | |
a) Specifications/features (Should be as per Mechanical Engineering
Department / User Department)

b) Quantity of the items to be tendered
¢) Market Survey Report

d) Certification requlired, If any

@) Any other relevant lssues,

The Report has to be submitted before the CPC a5 per the format in
Annexure-I,

The constituted TAC shall review the type of spare, quantity of item and
perlodicity for sending the Item to CIRT, its progress and associated details,

The reports obtained from CIRT shall be reviewed by the TAC and adverse
test results are to be utilized for initiating further course of action for the
bidder and updating the terms and conditions in the existing and upcoming
tender as well, COS&P shall be responsible for initiating further necessary
action In case of an adverse report from CIRT,

The Chief Security & Vigilance Officer (CSVO) / Joint Chief Security &
Vigilance Officer will provide an independent market research report, before
floating BMTC Tenders, which shall be examined by the TAC and the price
shall be mandatorily mentioned in the Report of the Technical Advisory
Committee. If the report of CSVO is short of any details then the same shall
be mentioned in the TAC Report.,

The committee shall decide on the basis of opinion of majority. Any
dissenting opinion shall be recorded and to be put up to Director(S&V) for
information.

The COS&P has to initiate action to float the tender after the
recommendation of the Technical Advisory Committee as per the format in
Annexure-1. Normally, no item shall be tendered without satisfying the
proper specifications. If for any reason the specification of an item is not
available, the same shall be reported to Director (S&V) for information and
to float tender accordingly.

In case of procurement of items which are common to two or more
departments and are procured as and when required, the COS&P shzll
consolidate the requirements from HODs / User Department along with the
specifications and put up before the TAC

The committee shall have the authority to seek clarification from the
concerned user department and censure the concerned who raises the
indent in cases where the quality or quantity are mentioned vaguely.

The Dy.CAO (Internal Audit) shall examine the TAC report in detail and shzll
conduct a performance audit which not only verifies the features of the
items, but also its purpose and utility and submit a report to Director(S&V).
The report shall be of suggestive nature for the purpose of improving the
mechanism of tender process in the future.
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
